The restaurant will 

be part of the Hilton Brand, following the Hilton design standards. The design will be 

inspired by the Wall\Therapy movement and the goal of the restaurant’s design will be 

to inspire and bring people together. The Art House will incorporate exposed brick, 

concrete and wood finishes to bring that urban feeling into the space. The primary goal 

of the design is to meet the ADA standards for wheelchair use and Universal Design.
